FUN FACT! The rainbow eucalyptus tree’s bark peels naturally, revealing green, red,
purple, and orange streaks. The tree isn't always peeled and striped, and sometimes
just has solid brown-purple bark.

1 OSPREY NEST T

HINT: The nest is in a pine “snag,” which is a dead tree. You may have to walk north
and look back at the Millennium Tree Trail—can you hear the osprey chirping?

FUN FACT! Pink roses are symbols of joy, elegance, and appreciation.
